
This  old vine Garnacha field blend comes from high altitude vineyards (980m above sea level) in the remote 
village of  Torrĳo de la Cañada, Aragón. This high altitude makes for a long, slow ripening process and 
lignification of  the stems. Dry-grown, hand harvested. Unoaked.
